Guidelines and Information

1. Application is due by Monday, January 26, 2018 Rm. 191.  No applications will be accepted after this date.
2. ONLY EIGHTH GRADER’S ARE ELIGIBLE TO APPLY/RUN FOR KING AND QUEEN POSITION!

3. Students may also be nominated by a CMS faculty/staff member or can self nominate. Applications are available Rm. 191.
4. There is a $30.00 application fee at the time for processing (Cash or Money Orders the school does not take checks).
5. Each nominated student must return the application form, his or her resume and a response to the following questions: 
You must have the following qualifications: Your records will be checked, if you have any of the following you will be dropped from the race. No Exceptions!
a. No Suspensions

b. No Expulsions

c. Tardies no more than 4

d. 3 teacher recommendations

e. GPA of 2.5 or higher
6. The 2017 Valentine Court will be required to show up for a variety of events held throughout the week. These events include: The CMMS Morning Show and Assembly
7. To complete the application form, please attach a ONE PAGE RESUME that includes: all campus organizations that you are involved with, awards, scholarships or other honors that you have earned and any community organizations, service and work or internship experience that you have had over the past 2-3 years. And why you want to run.
8. All applicants will receive notification by Tuesday, January 30, 2018.  Not all applicants will be granted an interview. Candidates receiving notification for an interview will be required to attend. If you are chosen for an interview, you must be available on Wednesday, January 31, 2018. The interviews will give the judges an opportunity to get to know you better, and understand why you want to be a member of the Valentine Court. Following the interview.
9. The process for the 2018 Valentine Formal Court is as follows:

The Election Campaign Rules:

All candidates must have the following:

1. Each nominee must be a current student of CMMS and in good standing grade point average 2.5 or higher.

2. The nomination must be approved by your 3 teacher(s)
3. You cannot have no more than 4 tardies for the entire school year.

4. You must have a Campaign Manager in good standing as well.   ***Note***Teachers are not allowed to vote, induce voting, nor help with your campaign. This is your campaign and your position, any voting violation and you will be drop from the race. 
5. The candidate for King or Queen must be in the 8th grade in runner up in each of these two categories are the Prince/Princess
6. There will be only one 7th Princess/Prince; 6th grade Princess/Prince and good luck in running.
7. All campaign incentive’s such as: candy, popcorn, cupcakes, brownies, pecan candy can be given out only at lunch time.!!! 1st Warning!!!!: All incentives must be approved by Miss Smith 2 days prior/before you are to campaign. There will be no exceptions to this rule.
8. !!!!! 2nd Warning!!!!!!You cannot serve pizza, sodas, popcorn balls, chicken, burgers, ribs and/or etc… anything that slows down the lunch periods. You will be disqualified and taken off the ballot.
9. Make sure that your name is on your candy.!!!! 3rd Warning!!!! Do not bring things to school that have not been prepared at home before the day of campaigning, we will not allow you to do that here at school.
10.  Campaign Incentive’s cannot be given out if the students become unruly, you must stop and return to the table and wait for the next shift. There should not be a snatch, grab, selecting of which piece they want. Move as quickly as possible and return to the election table.

11.  The speech should be a list of your qualifications given at your lunch time. Listing your reasons why they (students) should vote for you.

12.   You must pay the $30.00 registration fees.

13.  Your campaign poster must be 11x 25 posters and must have a photo of yourself on it.  Also, please make sure you have your own Duct Tape for your posters.

14. Campaign Posters you need two for each hall and the cafeteria that is a total of 15. Anyone caught removing another candidate’s posters, marking on another candidate’s posters, and etc…will be removed from the race. Anyone in your campaign camp also will allow you to be removed from the race.
15. Your discipline records will be checked!!! Whether you paid your fees or not.
16.  Grades will be checked, along with your references by teachers and peers.

17. The election will be held on February 02, 2018 and the announcements will be held at the dance on February 9th.

18. Be respectful to all; do not get into trouble or you will be dropped from the race and there are no refunds. This includes your campaign managers as well.

19. The last week of the race make sure you are wearing the appropriate clothing for campaigning. No cut-offs, short skirts, low cut clothing, no jeans CLOTHING and etc…Wear your Sunday Best (you will get more instructions on that in the meeting on the January 31th 2018 after school.)
